He is asking what the City has come up with as far as money or plans. Mayor Jones states that there are a few drawings of building options and we have yet to hear back on the land for the Fire Dept. He mentions maybe a possible penny sales tax to help. Price mentions that a company has reached out to her regarding building drawings. She is asking the council to consider allowing another engineering firm or company to present to the council. There was discussion on the needs and wants in a building for the community. 
Mayor Jones gives brief project update on the water tower and aeration project which will be bid out the end March. 
Mike Ahartz – Fire Chief – reports 5 EMS and 1 Fire call. He gave prices for new and a used lifepak unit.  Council asks the fire dept. to look into ways to help get a new one. 

Shannon Stuefen – Maintenance Report. He shared quotes for a new blade for the 906 loader.  Stuefen mentions that we are required to get a fence around the lift station on Spruce St.
